The Action Cycle, a hallmark of the PYP, is alive 
and well at MIS.  Students here are taught through 
inquiry to make connections, be reflective, ask 
questions, and take action.  Last month, I read a 
book to a second/third grade class entitled One Hen. 

The book is based on a true story about a young 
boy in Ghana who borrows some money from his 
mother to buy a hen.  He then sells the eggs at the 
market, saving pennies to buy a second and then a 
third hen.  Eventually he goes to college, builds a 
bigger chicken coop, employs many members of 
his community and in the end, makes a significant 
impact on the lives of the people in his town and 
country.  The kids love this story. 

The discussion afterward on the IB learner profile 
words led two of our students to talk about the 
chickens that they have at home.  They began 
talking about how they could sell eggs like the boy 
in the story.  I suggested that they could sell eggs 
here at the school and donate the money to our 
Haiti fund.  The whole class was excited about the 
idea.  Later in the afternoon, I forewarned one of 
their moms about the possibility that her child 
would suggest this idea to her.  She loved the idea 
and I am pleased that several MIS students 
are selling eggs at the school.  So although the Haiti 
idea was a planted seed, the action was initiated by 
our students based upon a connection they made 
to a book.
